OUR 2009 PARADIGM AWARD RECIPIENT

The PanHellenic Scholarship Foundation is proud to
announce that the 2009 recipient of the Paradigm Award is
Dr. Thanasis Economou. Born in Grevena Greece, Thanasis
Economou finished his studies in nuclear physics at Charles
University in Prague in 1964. In the same year, he joined the
Laboratory for Astrophysics and Space Research at the
University of Chicago. He is now a senior scientist at the
Enrico Fermi Institute of the University of Chicago and his
name is linked with most of NASA's 50 year history. As early
as in 1966, he contributed to NASA's missions to the Moon
(1966-1968) and in subsequent endeavors such as NASA's
Apollo program (1969-1973).

Dr. Economou is currently assaciated with three of NASA' ro-
botic missions carrying his instruments: the Mars Exploration
Rovers, the Cassini mission to Saturn, and the Stardust-NexT
mission to Comet Tempel 1. He has been building instru-
ments for interplanetary spacecraft since the mid-1960s. He
has developed tools and techniques that enabled several of
NASA' famous missions to be carried out successfully, such

as the Alpha Proton X-ray Spectrometer that successfully
performed the first chemical analysis of martian rocks aboard
the Mars Pathfinder rover in 1997.

Recently, with the support of the European Union and the
Greek Government, Dr. Economou has started a project to
build an observatory in the mountains of Grevena, Greece.
He is the author of more than 200 publications and has
received many prestigious awards from various agencies
and NASA on the Pathfinder Mission, the Sojourner rover
development, the Mars Rover mission and the STARDUST
mission.
